Alexie, Ayaprum, and Lewis Angapak schools will be used to install wastewater treatment facilities to replace overtaxed sewage lagoons.  Grants for Chief Paul, Dick R. Kiyuna, Kwigillingok, and Ayaprum schools will allow the district to install potable water storage systems to provide sufficient and safe water to the school populations.  Grants for Nelson Island and William Miller Schools will replace failing electrical generators and fire alarm systems.  Grants for Akula Elitnaurvik, Eek, Kwethluk, and Qugcuun schools will replace failing fire alarm systems.  A grant for the Lewis Angapak School will replace defective fuel storage tanks and delivery services.  Together these 13 schools serve approximately 1,490 Alaska Native children.
