Summary of Annual Performance Reviews

PPVT3

· The three-year-old passing rate went down from 85.7% in 2003 to 66.5% in 2004. This could be due to more schools reporting in 2004 (nine, as opposed to five in 2003). Another possible cause is that the average program size increased, from 33 in 2003 to 34.8 in 2004.
· The four-year-old passing rate increased from 70.4% in 2003 to 77.4% in 2004. Average program size went down from 149 in 2003 to 109 in 2004. The number of programs reporting for both years is similar: 13 in 2003, 12 in 2004.
· The passing rate for students with no age given increased from 60.9% in 2003 to 68.6% in 2004. There is quite a difference in average program size: 221 in 2003 and 143 in 2004. Seven programs reported in both 2003 and 2004. 
· The combined passing rate for 2004 (three-year-olds, four-year-olds, and no age given) was 73.9%. 89% of grantees reported this information.
PALS Pre-K Upper Case Letters

· The only data to compare for three-year-olds is the number of upper-case letters recognized – an average of 11.6 in 2003 and 13 in 2004. 

· The average number of letters recognized declined from 18.5 in 2003 to 16.1 in 2004 (three programs reported this data in 2003 while eight reported it in 2004).

· The average number of letters recognized increased from 15 in 2003 (seven programs reporting) to 16 in 2004 (eight programs reporting).

· The actual performance measure goal in 2004 was 15 upper-case letters. The combined average for 2004 (three-year-olds, four-year-olds, and no age given) was 14. 75% of grantees reported this information.
