Migrant Education Program (MEP) 

Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) Standards
Performance Measures:  The Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) directs Federal departments and agencies to improve the effectiveness of their programs by engaging in strategic planning, setting outcome-related goals for programs, and measuring program results against those goals.  Program officials must develop performance measures for all of their grant programs to assess their performance and effectiveness.  

The Department has established a set of indicators to assess the effectiveness of the Migrant Education Program (MEP), which the MEP and Consortium Incentive Grant projects use to measure:

(1) Increases in the percentage of migrant students at the elementary school level who will meet or exceed the proficient level on state assessments in reading; 

(2) Increases in the percentage of migrant students at the middle school level who will meet or exceed the proficient level on state assessments in reading;
(3) Increases in the percentage of migrant students at the elementary school level who will meet or exceed the proficient level on state assessments in mathematics;
(4) Increases in the percentage of migrant students at the middle school level who will meet or exceed the proficient level on state assessments in mathematics;
(5) Decreases in the percentage of migrant students who will dropout from secondary school (grades 7 - 12);
(6) Increases in the percentage of migrant students who will graduate from high school.
All grantees, as a consortium and as individual participating States, will be expected to submit, as part of their final evaluation report, information documenting their progress with regard to the applicable GPRA indicators.
