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We are a K-5 elementary school of about 825 students.  We are located in Fort Mill, South Carolina, and only the state line keeps us from being a suburb of Charlotte, NC, just 10 miles to our north.  We are led by our principal and two assistant prinicpals, we have 67 certified teachers on staff, over half of whom have advanced degrees.  Ten teachers are National Board certified.  We also have 16 support staff people, including a full-time nurse.



Our major assessment in South Carolinas is PACT, the Palmetto Achievement Challenge Test.  Children in 3rd, 4th, and 5th grades are measured in ELA, math, science, and social studies.


Educational Problems Addressed
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We wanted to model differentiation with our staff as we do with our students.  Teachers have different areas of certification, different number of years experience, different talents, and different areas of interest.

Time/Money – Budget for professional development is limited.  Mini-sessions impacts everyone, because they are all involved as either a teacher or a learner.

Things have changed from reel-to-reel projectors and 8-track tapes to DVDs, MP3s, IPODs, podcasting, vodcasting, geocasting, blogs, & wikis


What are Mini-Sessions?

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The big picture on Mini-Sessions is that they are professional development opportunities that are a model of differentiated instruction.  Teachers are given the opportunity to choose from a variety of workshops offered by their peers at different times during the school year.

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Over 40% of our faculty and staff have presented mini-sessions so far.  Classroom teachers, our art & music & PE teachers, the speech teacher, the guidance counselor, administrators, and MEMBERS OF THE COMMUNITY



Some of us are A Type personalities who are eager to volunteer to share new ideas and information  we’ve brought back from conferences or successes from our own classrooms.  

Others agree to present after they are encouraged to do so by the administration or nominated by their peers.

No matter how long teachers have been teaching or how good they are, one can always benefit from gathering with colleagues and sharing new curriculum ideas and strategies, talking about issues, and keeping abreast of new developments in education



Teachers are constantly encouraged to reflect on their classroom practices and strive to improve their craft



Teachers who present often say that they learn twice as much as the participants.



They not only engage their audience in the workshops, they also gain clarity about their own practice by sharing it with other teachers.




Tips for Success with Mini-Sessions

Look for ways to support implementation of school-
wide Initiatives

Identify areas for improvement

Be a “talent scout”

Offer a variety of topics

Give careful thought to each session title

Determine the appropriate number of Mini-Sessions to
offer in each menu

Consider the appropriate frequency of offering Mini-
Sessions during a school year

Use a sign-in sheet for each session
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Teacher-centered professional development does not just happen without administrative and curriculum leadership that knows teacher quality



Know teacher quality and how to encourage the implementation of successful practices

Observe teachers with students and colleagues to look for exemplary skills and practices

Discover passions, interests, talents, and areas of strength of your faculty



Sign-in Sheet: let administrators know who attended which sessions and how many teachers were in each sessions….helps determine particular areas of interest so planning for additional information on that topic








What do teachers say about mini-sessions?

Uses staff development time wisely
Provides choice

Builds collegiality and promotes collaboration
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Mini-Sessions are not formally evaluated.  That would be so threatening and would work against all the positives that come out of the program. However, the presenters and Mrs. Brewer receive a lot of feedback from the participants and there is a lot of dialogue among staff  members.

Uses staff development time wisely (Because they can choose a topic really relevant to their situation, teachers feel that their time is well-used.)

Choices relate specifically to their content and/or areas of interest (They appreciate the diversity of topics that address their areas of interest

Get practical ideas they can take back and use in the classroom (They love that they can take these ideas and resources and adapt them to their own classroom situation.)

Appreciate the opportunity to share classroom successes with their peers (Presenters are so grateful for the chance to share their classroom successes with their colleagues across the grade levels

Helps them stay current in their field Can’t go to every conference, can’t read every professional book or article…appreciate this way of staying current in their field

So helpful in clarifying the implementation of educational initiatives

A major positive: exposure to the talents of colleagues they don’t know through daily contact
