Background and Special Conditions Governing the Title III, Part A Grant Award 

made on July 1, 2007

Finding

California has not ensured that all local educational agencies (LEAs) receiving subgrants under Part A of Title III are assessing the English proficiency of limited English proficient (LEP) children in kindergarten and first grade in the domains of reading and writing for school years 2003-2004, 2004-2005, or 2005-2006.

If California believes that the finding is in error or that the State and its LEAs have corrected this problem, California may submit the relevant information or evidence that demonstrates compliance and a description of how the problem was corrected.  

Conditions

In order to come into compliance with the Title III requirements, California must submit to the Department by September 30, 2007:

(a)  a corrective action plan describing the actions California will take to resolve the compliance issues identified in the Attachment T/Special Conditions document, including the specific steps that will be taken to implement the plan and a detailed timeline that sets out when each critical element of the plan will be completed; and

(b)  the name of a State contact who will be responsible for ensuring that the corrective action plan is implemented and that any reports or evidence submitted to the Department to document California’s progress in meeting the timelines are accurate and complete. 

In addition, California must submit reports on the status of the implementation of its plan for the assessment by its LEAs of English language proficiency, in the domains reading and writing, of LEP children enrolled in kindergarten and first grade.  These reports are due on December 31, 2007, March 31, 2008, and May 1, 2008.
