During the first budget period of its grant, October 1, 2000 through September 30, 2001, Malden High School utilized the following SLC methods:

· Continued a Careers Pathway Program for all 9th and 10th graders.

· Continued to Implement academic academies in English Math, Science, Social Sciences, and Special Needs for approximately 70% of 9th graders and 68 (no. of students) 10th graders.

· Planned for restructure of the entire high school, which will occur over the next two years.

Malden HS implemented the following strategies for the 2001-2002 school year.

· Division of students and staff into four Houses, which each contain a Career Pathway (Health & Human Services; Science, Engineering, & Technology; Arts & Humanities; Business; Management; & Telecommunications);

· Implementation of Advisory Program to include all students and faculty/administration;

· Placement of all 9th and 10th graders in Academies:  English, Math, Science, Social Sciences, and Special Needs;

· Insertion of a Special Needs Program and Inclusion Program in all Houses;

· Opportunity for 11th and 12th graders to intern in a field related to their career pathway;

· Establishment of governance structure for House Government and School-Wide Government;

· Establishment of a Faculty Senate; and, 

· Began offering summer courses for accelerated or spread-out graduation plans.
