Lastly, we are thinking
broadly about how to unleash innovation throughout the state so that we
can truly transform our education system and better serve the needs of all
of our students.

But we still have work to do. Our key challenges include closing
persistent achievement gaps in order to allow all students to achieve their
full potential, addressing the different educational and other needs of all
students across the state, and ensuring that all students are ready to
successfully pursue post-secondary educational and employment
opportunities. To that end, we have begun to move forward on several of
the priorities outlined in the Education Action Agenda of our Readiness
Project, including the development of in-district schools that will operate
with many of the autonomies put to effective use in charter schools, the
creation of regional centers charged with enhancing the quality of teaching,
and the re-organization of districts to augment capacity and maximize
efficiency for the purpose of boosting educational programs. In addition,
we continue to deepen our understanding of the barriers to learning and the
successful strategies for addressing them through the collection and
analysis of data.

In this extremely difficult economic context, | commend the leadership
