


in allocations to correct for past errors. When the Department has reached a determination on
this issue, it will contact DPI.

During the State agency for higher education (SAHE) portion of the monitoring review, the
SAHE was unable to provide the monitoring team with evidence that all funded projects included
a high-need LEA. The SHAE was subsequently able to provide this evidence, which satisfies the
further actions requirements for the SAHE portion of the monitoring report. The Department has
also provided the SAHE with guidance as to how it should proceed in proposing an alternative
high-need LEA definition should it find that no LEAs meet the statutory definition of high need
at the time the next grant competition begins.

We commend your excellent work in responding to the concerns raised by the monitoring report.
We look forward to continuing to work with you and your staff to ensure that all teachers meet
the highly qualified requirements and to help improve the delivery of ESEA Title II, Part A
services in North Dakota.
