


of the required data elements. The State will ensure LEA compliance with the reporting
requirements via superintendent assurances on the annual CFP application and through the
monitoring process.

Finally, VDE developed a plan and timeline by which it will ensure that districts that have not
met the 100% HQT annual measurable objective for two consecutive years have approved
improvement plans in place. VDE also revisited its plan to ensure that poor and minority
students are not taught at higher rates than other students by inexperienced, unqualified, or out-
of-field teachers. VDE identified one LEA that has multiple schools that serve the same grade
level and whose school-level data indicates an inequitable distribution of teachers and will work
with that LEA to address the problem.

During the State agency for higher education (SAHE) portion of the monitoring review, the
program team determined the SAHE was not using the required Census data to determine the
high-need status of LEA partner districts. The SAHE took steps to ensure that each grantee
includes a high-need LEA as an official partner and updated its grant application to include an
assurance that all grantees include a high-need LEA as an official partner.

The Department will follow up with VDE to ensure that progress is being made in the areas
outlined above and that all agreed-upon deadlines are met.

We commend your efforts to address the concerns raised by the monitoring report. We look
forward to continuing to work with you and your staff to ensure that all teachers meet the highly
qualified requirements and to help improve the delivery of ESEA Title II, Part A services in
Vermont.
