A reception at 10 a.m. prior to the opening will feature piano and flute music by North Carolina art teachers from Yadkinville Elementary School in Yadkinville and Forbush Middle School in Forbush.

The event also will feature remarks by Laurie Calvert, U.S. Department of Education teacher liaison; Sandra Ruppert, director of the Arts Education Partnership; Sandra Williams, NCAEA president; Penny Freeland, NCAEA D.C. exhibit chair and art teacher at Forbush Middle School in East Bend, N.C.; and Codi Alyssa Brindle, a 12th-grade student at Hobbton High School in Newton Grove, N.C. 

The next student art exhibit opening will take place on Sept. 13 and include works by the 2013 winners of the 90-year-old Scholastic Art and Writing Awards competition comprising photography, 2- and 3-D works, multimedia, film, animation, teen writing and game design.  The competition is sponsored by the Alliance for Young Artists and Writers.  Other upcoming exhibits at the department can be found here.
