(32) For each educational program that is designed to meet educational requirements for a specific
professional license or certification that is required for employment in an occupation, or is advertised as
meeting such requirements; and for each state location in which a student begins their participation in
that program; and that the student remains enrolled, each program must -

(i) Be programmatically accredited, if such accreditation is required by the State or a Federal
agency; and

(ii) Assess and satisfy the applicable educational prerequisites for professional licensure or
certification requirements in the State, if such prerequisites are available or can be obtained
from the State,

(iii) Institutions may make case-by-case exceptions to enroll students in a program that fails to
meet the requirements of (i) and/or (ii) by obtaining the prior signed written consent of each
student who opts to knowingly enroll in such programs and states their reason for their
decision.
